Discussed Auditor Don Wilson’s findings and discussed Resolution 76-2023-10 correcting overspent
function budget authority from 2023. Decided to leave the function over-expended.

Richard.

Board discussed County Road business with Kurt Sellers: Max shop sewer system needs addressed and
so does the well, water has a strong odor. Will get bids to see what needs done for sewage and water
system. Discussed GPS for all county rd equipment except the semis, will resubscribe for a year for
$1,180.00. Discussed cattle guard at Shillington Pit, using bridge planks to fortify crossing.

Discussed process moving forward to have proposal from Five Nines IT/Cybersecurity by next board
meeting.

County Clerk Miles Preston discussed District Court/County Court dual clerk agreement for Dundy
County. State would take over management of district court for Dundy County and charge a yearly rate
based upon case load and other factors. No firm figures were provided currently, but additional
information would be provided as available.

County Attorney Arlan Wine discussed the proposed emergency road agreement meeting between land
owners. Discussed CAT financial agreement for purchase of motor grader. Also discussed proposed
Dundy County Employee Policy manual.

Motion by Olson to approve Resolution 76-2024-06 Governmental Entity Resolution to Lease, Purchase
and/or Finance for Caterpillar Motor Grader 150-15, through CAT Financial, seconded by Richard.

Signed Financial Agreement forms for CAT Financial motor grader lease.

Interim Sheriff Ryan King delivered the Sheriff’s Office report. Discussed body camera solutions.
Received a shipment from Axon body camera’s but had an issue with the delivery and agreement, so
have not paid and would like to send them back. Looking into Motorola and an additional option for
body cameras. Discussed Dollar General charge account. Discussed residential requirement for Sheriff to
live in Dundy County. King discussed difficulties with finding a place to rent or purchase, thinks he is
close to reaching an agreement once current tenants of a home get moved out.

Motion by Keiser to extend Ryan King’s Interim Sheriff status conditional upon King providing a housing
agreement by the March 4™, 2024 commissioner meeting, agreeing to a move-in date by April 1%, 2024,
and proof of residency by April 15™, 2024, seconded by Richard.
